or projects is likely to have a significant effect on European Site(s).

The upgrade works include installation of a new Inlet Screen with Grit Removal, inlet flow monitor,
stormwater overflow weir, Storm tank cleaning system, amend controls of existing stormwater return
submersible pumps, Final effluent washwater pumping station and an automated decant system on
the existing sludge tank. In this context, particular attention was paid to the European Site(s) listed
below:

project, individually or in combination with other plans and projects, would have a significant effect
on a European Site.

This determination is based on the nature, location, scale and duration of the proposed works,
including any temporary works and excludes any consideration of mitigation measures.
