Of 

Water Network Programme 

at 

O’Connell Square Ennis, Co. Clare 

 

In accordance with Article 6(3) of the EU Habitats Directive (Directive 92/43/EEC) and Regulation 42(1) 

of the European Communities (Birds and Natural Habitats) Regulations 2011 as amended, Uisce 

Éireann has undertaken Appropriate Assessment screening to assess, in view of best scientific 

knowledge and the conservation objectives of the site, if the project, individually or in combination 

with other plans or projects is likely to have a significant effect on European Site(s).  

The work order (25817205) for this scheme involves the rehabilitation of approximately 205m of 

existing 100mm and 175mm Cast Iron (CI) watermain, including any associated assets required. 

250mm Outer Diameter Higher Density Polyethene (HDPE) is the required replacement watermain 

diameter, along public roadways in Ennis, Co. Clare.
