Significance of Results:

The WWTP discharge was non-compliant with the ELV’s set in the wastewater discharge licence.

The ambient monitoring results meet the required EQS. The EQS relates to the Oxygenation and Nutrient Conditions set out in the Surface Water
Regulations 2009.

The discharge from the wastewater treatment plant does not have an observable impact on the water quality.
A deterioration in water quality has been identified; however, it is not known if it is caused by the WWTP.
Other causes of deterioration in water quality in the area are unknown.

The discharge from the wastewater treatment plant does have an observable negative impact on the Water Framework Directive status.
