Uisce Eireann is progressing works to eliminate the discharge of raw sewage into Tawny Bay. This project involves the construction of a new wastewater
treatment plant, which will serve a population equivalent of approximately 1,800, as well as upgrading of existing pumping station to transfer flows to a
proposed new wastewater treatment plant and connecting to the existing outfall pipe to safely discharge treated wastewater to the marine environment.
