The proposed project includes the installation of a bunded
phosphoric acid storage tank, housed dosing installations, facilities to raise the pH of the water to the
recommended pH of 8.0, and associated works within the site boundary of Slieve Breagh Reservoir.
The scope of the operational works includes the dosing of Orthophosphate to treated water at Slieve
Breagh Reservoir.
